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ABSTRACT
Recognizing the needs of students with learning disabilities, as well as children with special needs, and

integrating them into the mainstream education system to complete their primary and secondary
education has now become a legal mandate. It is the responsibility of every segment of society to provide
educational support services that reduce the challenges faced by such students, fostering an egalitarian
approach in both society and schools. Within the category of children with special needs, there are 21
recognized types, some of which require medical assistance. However, children with learning disabilities
primarily need support tailored to their specific educational challenges. By accurately identifying these
challenges and implementing targeted interventions, their interest and enthusiasm for education can be
sustained, allowing them to complete their primary and secondary schooling. For this to happen, the
attitude of the teachers and their engagement with these students is crucial in ensuring equal educational
opportunities.
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
